Demand for sunglasses will always increase because of their popularity and daily usability. Sunglasses are among the hottest selling items and in demand irrespective of season and time. 

Eye safety is another factor. Sunglasses are also used to shield the eyes from the dangerous UV rays emitted by the sun.  It’s quite difficult to drive and walk in the summer without wearing sunglasses. This is an important selling point.


Potential for Great income
While there is no possible way that I can guarantee that anyone will make a certain income, those that are working hard at the business can make a considerable income. With a well selected location and top quality product, it is more than possible for a business to make a great living. There are some who average $500 a day in sales with $300 being a bad day and for that just right event we have seen over $4,000 sales in a day! Like everything else, this business requires some work, and some good planning, but the rewards are worth the effort.

Selling Replica Sunglasses at Fairs and Festivals can be very profitable.  Here is an example – We have a customer of ours that sets up at major fairs including State Fairs and street festivals.  He has told us that he can gross up to over $3000.00 per day on busy days.  The secret to his success is the way he markets his products.  He has a very professional display using our high quality free display boxes with the compare to designer name on them.  He has told us hands down this way of displaying the sunglasses sells more than any other.

Mall Kiosks, and stores are also a very good way of selling Sunglasses.  We have customers in malls that do very well and order regularly.  We had one of our operators tell us one of the reasons the business is so good is because people always need sunglasses. They are either breaking them or losing them and spending $100 – $300 for a pair doesn’t make sense to most people.  The malls are very good locations for selling, find a high traffic mall and you will surely do well.  Most retailers at these locations sell from $9.95 and up making very substantial profits. Imagine making over $8.00 on every pair sold.

Easy to Run

The business is really pretty easy to run, especially if you do not hire anyone. It can get more complex, but not much if you locate in a mall or hire employees. The operation of the business can be outlined in the following way (assuming you have already begun operations and have all that you need):

Set-up your tent, hang your signs, set-up your table(s), set-out your boxes of sunglasses, collect money, make note of inventory (what sold that day), put away your product, tables, signs and tent; repeat!

That is pretty much it!

Low start-up cost

You can get away with pretty low start-up expenses compared to many other businesses. There are essentials and non-essentials, and some of those non-essential items might be worth it after you are established, have the capital or notice that they might increase your bottom line. I will talk more about start-up costs in the “What is Needed” section of the book, but start-up can be as little as $240 (10 dz Hot Sellers) if selling out of your car on campus and as much as $25,000 if starting in a Mall Kiosk. Try starting any other retail business with the same earning potential within that start-up range.

Be your own boss

Choose your own hours, enjoy the flexibility and do things how you want to do them! Has a nice ring to it, doesn’t it. You don’t have to go to the office, as you can run the business out of your home which means no commute. Your income is equal to the amount of work and days that you are willing to put in, the way you treat your customers and the quality of the product you choose to sell (more on this later). 

Being your own boss and this business can allow you to spend more time with your family and hobbies. Who knows, maybe running the business as a family can be a blessing! Studies have also proven that you will be much happier, if you run your own business and have more family time.

Is there Job Security? Sure, no one can fire or lay you off because you are your own boss! The product is hot and you can sell all year. Another thing to look at is that if you build a successful business, you can sell the business when you retire for a huge nest egg.

You will also be a more respected member of the community, because you are a business owner.

Industry info
Scope of fashion sunglasses business, types of businesses operating:

Sunglasses Manufacturer’s Business:  Manufactures are the ones who are responsible for creating different designs, styles, colors and sizes of sunglasses. Every big brand has their own manufacturing unit to produce sunglasses. There are also independent manufacturers who work on contract for some other parties and produce sunglasses as ordered to them. Some manufacturers are involved in manufacturing replica sunglasses and supply them as duplicate models of international brands. Replicas are quite popular because they are available at much cheaper price as compared to originals.

Manufacturers are the ones who control the current fashion and predict the future trends. Manufacturers generally do not deal directly with customers (except us), and they always sell their products in bulk quantity. 

Sunglasses Distributor’s Business:  The main task of a distributor is to purchase manufactured products such as sunglasses, frames, lenses and other products from sunglasses manufacturers. Distributors can also specify their requirements to manufacturers and based upon these requirements, the sunglasses and parts are supplied to distributors. Further these distributors supply the sunglasses to various retailers or wholesalers. Some Manufacturers are also the distributor and or importer (like belowwholesalesunglasses.com).

Sunglasses Wholesaler’s Business:  Sunglasses wholesalers act as a middle man between a company’s distributor and the small retailers. Distributors are selected by manufacturing companies and they only sell sunglasses in bulk stock with are of no use for small retailers. These wholesalers make commission in between as they purchase bulk supply from distributors and sell them in small quantity to different retailers.

Sunglasses Retailer’s Business:  Retailers are at the end of the chain. They are responsible for targeting customers. 

There are a lot of retailers and wholesalers of sunglasses, though some stand out above the crowd. This book does not deal with selling designer brands, so I will not discuss them, just the replica, imposter, or so called knock-offs. Many retailers mix their product brands in order to get more market reach. This may or may not be a positive move depending on the location and customers. There are some key considerations when choosing your supplier, and we will deal with this later.


History
There is something about a pair of sunglasses that makes them arguably one of the most quintessential 'must-have' items of all time. Not only are they immensely practical, offering protection from the dangers of the sun, they are an enormously versatile fashion accessory, available in a huge range of styles, colors and prices to suit every pocket. Given their worldwide popularity, sunglass manufacturing has become a very lucrative, but highly competitive industry.
 
Although, Benjamin Franklin, is often credited with inventing eyeglasses (he was the one who developed the first bifocal lens in the 1780's), the first reading glasses were developed in Italy, as early as 1260. It may shock you to learn that sunglasses weren’t always used to protect people’s eyes from the sun. The history of sunglasses dates back to ancient China and Rome. It has been reported that the Roman emperor Nero enjoyed watching gladiator fights through polished gems. In China, sunglasses were used in the twelfth century or even earlier. Sunglasses were first made out of lenses that were flat panes of smoky quartz. These types of sunglasses could not correct vision, or protect from harmful UV rays, but did reduce glare. Chinese judges used the smoky quartz glasses to hide their facial expressions when they interrogated witnesses.

Sunglasses did not undergo further changes until about the eighteenth century because of the work of James Ayscough. He experimented with tinted lenses in spectacles. Ayscough was steadfast in the belief that glasses tinted with a blue or green color could potentially correct specific vision problems. Ayscough was not concerned with protecting the eyes from the sun’s rays.

Sunglasses underwent the change into the popular item they are today when Sam Foster introduced them to America in 1929. These sunglasses were designed to protect people’s eyes from the sun. Foster sold his sunglasses on the beaches of Atlantic City, New Jersey. Foster’s sunglasses were sold at Woolworth on the boardwalk. 

In 1936, sunglasses became polarized when Edwin H. Land began using his patented Polaroid filter when making sunglasses. Around this time, even more Americans started buying sunglasses. Famous movie stars and musicians also began to wear sunglasses. They started to become not only a way to protect against sun glare, but also a way to be “cool.” Sunglasses became a cultural phenomenon, and some people wore them even when it wasn’t sunny, or when they were indoors. 

Today, sunglasses continue to have advances. UV protection has almost become an industry standard, and there are sunglasses available for a variety of sports. There are numerous tints available for sunglasses, and sunglasses have changed styles over the years. Prescription glasses have also been given tints that only appear when the sun’s rays hit the glasses. 
Many blind people now wear sunglasses, and many recognizable celebrities can be found wearing sunglasses.  Even fictional characters can be seen wearing them. Sunglasses have come a long way from their early Roman and Chinese history!

Recognizing that the new technology could be beneficial to their pilots, the U.S. Army Air Corps asked another prominent American company, Bausch & Lomb, to develop eyeglasses that would protect the eyes from the dangers of the glaring sun, when flying. 

It was U.S. eyeglass company, Ray-Ban, who really ran with the concept. In 1936, using the newly available polarized lenses, and a wide frame that offered maximum protection from the sheen of an instrument panel, Ray-Ban began to produce a lens that banned the sun's rays. Some three years later, this model of sunglass so popular with pilots, became readily available to the American public. Ray-Ban 'aviators' were born. 

As Americans came of age, so too did their eyewear. Throughout the war years Ray-Ban continued its working partnership with the Air Force, creating Gradient mirror lenses that managed to be both highly practical and fashionable at the same time. There was something about that American flyer in his tough brown leather flight jacket, whose sunglasses hid his eyes. Ray-Ban had just made sunglasses sexy. 

Ubiquitous in the 1950's, sunglasses became more than just eye protection. Worn by A-list celebrities in Vegas and Hollywood stars, whose every move was scrutinized and emulated all over the country, sunglasses became a fashion accessory, and manufacturers were quick to accommodate the growing trend for new designs and colorful frames, which they marketed to women in particular. 

Keeping abreast of space-age technology, companies developed shatterproof lenses in the 1960's and the popularity of sunglasses continued to rise when fashion icon Jackie Kennedy was often seen with her trademark, oversized frames. On the silver screen, sunglasses were becoming an essential part of any actor's costume, with movie stars like Peter Fonda and Audrey Hepburn, playing stylish, sunglass-wearing, characters who were able to hide their eyes from the audience and remain convincing. 

Manufacturers continued to develop new styles and designs in the 1970's and 1980's. In the era of American TV cop shows, like Starsky & Hutch, and Chips, the mirrored lenses once so popular in the 1940's, began to reappear. 

Undoubtedly, the sunglasses will continue to have staying power in the optical industry, because throughout the decades they have evolved with the nation to give people exactly what they want for their eyes: the reliable protection of a hi-tech pair of sunglasses, and the serious 'cool' of a damn sexy pair of shades.

Sunglasses are a multi-million dollar per year industry. In fact, the numbers from 2010 show that sunglasses sales hit a three year high and bettered the 2008 numbers by a whopping 45%, and this during a recession.  A major trend seen in the sunglass market in the last three years is the shift from unisex towards men and women specific models. More than half of all sunglasses sold in 2007 were unisex. The share held by this category now stands at just 26.8%. The greater weight of gender specific models is even more notable in department stores and sunglass specialists' channel, where the unisex category accounts for 14.4% of all sunglass sales. The market is now dominated by models manufactured for women (40% of all volume sales), even more so in the department stores and sunglass specialists where one in two sunglasses sold is for women. Despite the continuous loss of share, there are areas where the unisex category has recorded growth in the last year.

The increasing importance of women's models has been key to the development of material and type trends. Plastic sunglasses have grown ahead of metal, which are dominated by men. Of all plastic sunglasses sold in 2009, 64.8% are represented by women, while only 5.7% are models for men. Similar to the trend in material, the women's category and its increasing share in the sunglass market has driven the full-frame type (85.2%  of all volume sales) ahead of other sunglass types - 42.3% of full-frame models are sunglasses for women, compared to 28.4% in 2007.

The 159 brands and more than 3,000 models selling in 2010 represent an increase of 44 brands available to consumers compared to 2007. The fragmentation of sales however remains relatively consistent as 17 brands in 2007 and 19 in 2010 account for 80% of sunglass value sales.

That said, the sunglass market offers growth opportunities in 2011. The move towards gender-specific models continues with full-frame plastic sunglasses for women alone representing 34.4% of all sunglasses sold in 2010. The importance of this type of sunglass is reflected in channels outside opticians, accounting for the largest share of sales (33.5%) in the department stores and sunglass specialists' channel.

Given the increasing number of brands available to consumers, understanding these trends may prove essential in optimizing sunglass sales.

Most sunglasses are manufactured in China, India, UK, France, Italy and the US. Many of the familiar name brand lenses are manufactured in the European region with the Far East contributing the greatest volume of manufacturing for all other brands and designer replicas.

Hollywood and sports drive the industry trend. It should be well known that where there is a celebrity endorsement, there is an increased volume of sales, enough said.

Wholesale Wayfarer Sunglasses: Ray Ban had gifted the fashion world not one but two legendary designs. The first one is Aviator and Wayfarer is the other one. The trapezoidal lenses of this plastic-framed design are quite wide at the top compared to the bottom. Though it is available in several colors but the original color of this cult design, right from its launching year of 1952, is black.

Wholesale Wraparound Sunglasses: A single, smooth, semi-circular lens, along with a minimal plastic frame and single piece of plastic serving as a nosepiece, cover both the eyes and a large area around it. People who are into extreme sports swear by these sunglasses.

Wholesale Mirrored Sunglasses: The reason behind this particular name is a metallic, partially reflective coating on the outer surface of the tinted glass. It works as an alternative to polarization for protection from UVA and UVB rays resulting into improved contrast when depth perception is of high importance (e.g. seeing ice while skiing).

Wholesale Oversized Sunglasses: These type of sunglasses come in bright colors with colored lenses and often used for humorous purposes. It provides relatively more protection from sunburn as it covers larger area of the face and is immensely popular among women. Celebrities often take help of it to hide from paparazzi.

Wholesale Inspired by Sunglasses: These are styles that are better known as Imitation or Replica sunglasses, because they are designed to look like the designer styles and designs. 

The first and easily the most important factor which is the reason of success of wholesale replica sunglasses business is that it is perfectly legal. No company can make a claim of intellectual property rights infringement under any law as long as the replica sunglasses do not carry the brand mark, trade mark, logo or any other such identifiable symbol that may confuse the buyer into thinking that this is an original product. 

The second aspect is that as long as the design has certain minor changes, it cannot be considered an exact copy. Remember that this is the business of replica sunglasses and not fake sunglasses. These are not fake because they are not claiming to be something they are not.

Finally, even though the box may have the designer name on it, as long as it is not misleading or promoting the sunglasses as he designer brand, all is ok. How many times have you been shopping and picked up a generic product that had “Compare to ….” On the label? This is no different.

The “hot seller“ packages we have available at belowwholesalesunglasses.com can be a great place to start. These packages are picked based on what is selling in your geographic area. We match your zip code to within 300 miles and analyze what styles are ordered most for the area. Most retailers maintain a minimum of 100 different styles in stock. This also can vary depending upon location and traffic. You will go through more inventory at a busy festival than you will a normal street corner (well…that depends on traffic).

Tables
A very good thing to have! Three 6 foot tables would be an ideal place to start. Again, you are the boss and can determine what set-up you would like to have, and adjust as you see fit and for what is working for you. Tables and their arrangement will have one thing in common though, you will set your Display boxes on them!

Tent
A Tent is optional, but it makes a better impression and shields you from the sun. It also keeps the sunglasses out of the direct sun so that they do not become too hot to touch. You simply need a 10 x 10 ez-up tent.

Banners
Banners are a must have! Ideally, the banners should be yellow and have easily readable text. The text can simply say “Sunglasses” or you can be creative and add things like “Sale,” “Designer Inspired” or whatever else you think might catch attention. We have a customer who was selling $200 a day. He ordered 3 banners from us and the next thing you know, he was making $400 a day at the same location! That’s right, double!

Cashbox/Register/Bank Bag
You need somewhere to put the money and your starting change! No need to spend a lot, a simple bag or box will suffice as long as you do a good job of keeping track of it. A cash register looks more professional, weather it has an effect on sales or not I can’t really say. Just set up a system that works and feels comfortable for you.

Business Cards
Totally optional, but can be a good move to capture sales down the road. Optional, but gives a professional appearance.

Flyers/Brochures
Same as business cards. If you are going to go this route, you should make sure the quality is high.

Chair or two
Does this really need explanation?

Kiosk
Only if you are in a mall.

Mirrors
Absolutely. People want to see how they look. These can be simply hand held mirrors or framed. Be creative and resourceful. I see these things at garage sales all the time.

Displays
Can be good to make your presentation look good, but are totally optional. Why, because of the boxes our sunglasses come in! You get a free display case with every dozen, and we spared no expense in giving you a quality product here. These boxes are the TOP boxes in the industry with great eye appeal. Our boxes each have the inspired by designer name on them and look high class. Our boxes have shown a 12% increase in sales over our competitor’s boxes!

Credit Card Terminal
Optional, you could go cash only. My thought, however, is that I don’t want to turn away a paying customer. If they want to use a card, let them. You could go all out with a terminal, or you can use a manual swipe with triplicate forms. Another cool way would be to use your Android or iPhone as a virtual terminal! There are a bunch of applications out there that will allow you to accept credit cards wherever you are. The processing rate is very competitive. Here are some links to a few that are recommended:

Again, like the Business cards and brochures. Can be handy and might even generate sales. We can help, let us know!

Business License
Depending on your location and municipality, you may need to register and get a business license. Check with your city, county and state. 

Permit
You might need a permit to do business in certain places. Consult your local municipalities with questions.

Boom Box or iHome
A little music will be nice for you and your customers.


What are the essential items on a slight budget? I would say, inventory (hot sellers, though the more variety the better), banners, table or two, tent and hand held mirrors. Of course, you should check the laws for licenses and permits. You would be good to Go!

If there is not an event happening, simply find a busy street corner, and you will sell product! Malls can be tough and expensive to get into, but they can be lucrative! Be aware of contracts when considering this route. Some malls require a time commitment, while even some suppliers require the same. One of our competitors will sell you a Kiosk, have you sign a three year agreement to only buy from them and they will also rent the mall space to you for $1000/mo. They get you both ways, and that makes for difficulty making a good profit.



Prices and Buying

You can get dozes for as little as $8.00 and higher. Obviously, if you want top quality product you should expect to pay a little more. On average, you can get your supply for around $2-3 a pair which leads to a nice $7-8 profit per pair. You will find the prices at belowwholesalesunglasses.com very comparable to many of our competitors, but that is where the similarities end. Our product is better, will sell better and make you more money.

How much should I sell for?
1. Typical pricing levels:
· 1 for $10 and 3 for $20 (most common)
· $12.95 and 2 for $20
· 1 for $15 and 2 for $25 (at malls)
· 1 for $8 or 2 for $15 (at flea markets)


These pricing levels have been shown to sell the best, though we have customers who mark them up quite higher. You will get a feel for your area, but these prices will do well.

Make sure that you buy quality product! I can’t stress this enough. That is why we manufacture our own in our own plant. We wanted to sell quality product that keeps customers coming back. Repeat business is good for both of us.

Always be aware of the top sellers and order appropriately. If you have a hot weekend, place your order on Monday and we will get it to you by Friday in 98% of cases. In some cases, we will get it to you in 2-3 days.

The best way to order is through our website, but we also have the phones manned and ready. Some of our top, well established customers know they can just pop an email our way and the product will be shipped. It takes a little time to get to that point, but it is just part of the quality customer service we offer.

We do not require any contracts, unlike many suppliers. The only exception is mall kiosks. We feel that our product is so high in quality compared to others, that your customers will be happy and you will return to us for your supply needs.

You should stock lots of styles, variations and colors for the best success.

Complimentary products
Microfiber cloth, microfiber bags, cases, holders and floating holders. Let’s take a gander at the top selling items in Flea Markets over the past couple of years:

1. Sunglasses
2. Dollar toys
3. Pet products
4. Used clothing

These are the top four selling products at flea markets for the past 3-4 years.

Selling Points
Again, the word Quality! If you have a quality product, you can speak to that point. Buy from us and it will be the truth. Customers want to know they are getting a quality product.

Hot Style, low price. Compare to the designer brands. Show how they look just as good, are of high quality and yet the price is low.

Safety. Speak the the importance of protecting the eyes from harmful UV rays. You can sell on the point that all of our sunglasses have the highest UV 400 rating.

You are going to break them. Seriously, people break them. Wouldn’t be better to look hot and break a pair of $10 sunglasses than it would be to break $170 dollars jobs that look the same?

You should follow attractive marketing and advertising strategies to get more and more buyers at your retail location. Sunglasses should be displayed quite attractively and you should replenish your display items regularly. There should be lots of mirrors. It will help the buyer to admire and check the looks of sunglasses. It will definitely increase your sales. Presentation of sunglasses is the most important thing. Put them at a place where the buyer can easily notice them. Our boxes are perfect for this and draw a customer’s attention. We have seen this many times, a customer’s eyes are just drawn to our box.  Also, the location of your tent matters a lot. It should be in an area where you can get maximum visits. You can also offer your customers with additional items as a gift during the months when your sunglass business is not getting good sales. It’s very important to have a unique and appealing range of sunglasses at your store.

Show off your knowledge by helping customers pick sunglasses based on their face type. Here is a quick guide:

Getting the Right Fit
The sunglass size should be in proportion with the face size. This means that smaller sunglasses are best for smaller faces; larger sunglasses for larger faces. The frame shape should contrast with, that is, be the opposite of, the shape of the face.

These tips must not be taken as rules but they can help you to choose your right frame.

FACE

	Oval face
Almost any style works for oval face. Experiment with the latest looks, such as wraparounds or shields. Square shaped frames with gently rounded edges and higher temples also look good on an oval face.
Frame suggestions: Any frame shape

	Round face
Frames should make the face appear longer and thinner. In general, look for frames equal to or slightly wider than the broadest part of the face. Minimize the curves and add definition with soft, angular, rectangular styles or double brow styles. Higher temples will create a longer profile.Sunglasses with brow bars also pull the eye upward, making the face appear longer.
Frame suggestions: Wider frames with angular / rectangular styles

	Diamond shape
This face shape has wide or high cheekbones with a narrow forehead and chin. Oval sunglasses will soften the contour of the face, although softly curved square frames will work as well. Make sure the styles are no wider than the top of the cheekbones.
Frame suggestions: Oval, Square, Rimless

	Square face
This face shape consists of a strong jawline, a broad forehead and wide cheekbones. Reduce the angles with soft, curvy styles that will give the face some definition such as cat-eye styles. The classic ovals also works well for this face shape.
Frame suggestions: Oval or Round, Oval, Cat Eyes

	Oblong face
Widen and shorten the face with sunglass styles that do not extend beyond the widest part of the face. Round or square shapes will look great on this face. Frames with short horizontal and long vertical lines also work. Decorative or contrasting temples add width to the face.
Frame suggestions: Round, Square

	Triangle shape
This face has a narrow jaw and a wide forehead. Soften the lower portion of the face by accenting the eye area. Styles such as cat-eyes should angle outward at the top corner and be wide enough to balance the jawline. You can also try metal frames with rimless bottom.
Frame suggestions: Frames with a straight top line, Cat-eyes

SKIN

Pale complexions
Try lightweight frames or those with a touch of color such as rose or amber. Tortoiseshell frames suit fair complexions (avoid darker versions) but clear, blue or green tinged frames tend to drain color from cheeks.

Dark complexions
Olive, Mediterranean, Golden or Asian skin and dark hair can look stunning in silver, gold or clear frames – but avoid black which can be too heavy.

Dark/Black complexions
All metallic frames suit black skins and amber often works well – be very careful with black frames, which can look spectacular or awful!

HAIR

Soft & curly
Enhanced by delicate shapes, rimless frames and translucent colors

Very curly
Choose a frame that follows your hairline. Classic small frames are advisable

Short
Geometric frames, or rounder frames look best

Very short
Bold colours and designs, as well as decorative styles

Long hair
Try the frames with both your hair up and down, as the change in style may alter the look of the frames

Above all, customers will appreciate and return if you offer great customer service. One thing to be careful of is even though you know what styles are best for the face, skin and hair, don’t be pushy or overly direct about what the customer should purchase. Just help them along, they have a look they are ultimately after, and that is where your sunglasses will sell.

Other angles
This is an interesting one. You can legally go into a business with great foot traffic and ask to set up shop on their lot. Tell them that you are going to give a portion (10%) of proceeds to a local charity and that the business can write off as a charitable donation the value they think the space you are taking is worth! Nice angle, just make sure to give to the charity. This is a good way into a high traffic area.

c. Something to keep your cash in. The shoebox method will work to start

How do I order?

What is your minimum order? 

Our minimum order is $50.00 in the continental US. All International orders must be prepaid, either with a credit card or a bank wire. All International orders will need to fill out a credit card authorization form and fax or email back. 

How much do your sunglasses sell for retail? 

Our sunglasses sell for an average of $10.00 per pair, or 3 pairs for $20.00. We do have customers selling some of our eyewear for as much as $29.99 a pair. 

Do each of the sunglasses come with a case or covering? 

Each pair of sunglasses comes in a clear polybag for protection. To purchase cases please view our case page. 

What does it mean when you say "Per Dozen with Assorted Colors? 

Each dozen of sunglasses comes in all assorted colors, usually 4 colors, 3 of each, which makes up the dozen. 

What are your payment methods? 

We currently accept Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Discover, Google Checkout, and bank wire. 

Do you charge shipping? 

All orders under $200.00 must pay standard shipping. Anything exceeding $200.00 will be shipped for free within the US. We have very discounted international shipping, simply add your order to the cart to view your shipping prices and options. 

Do you charge sales tax? 

Missouri residents are subjected to sales tax, so you must fill out and fax, or email a tax exempt form. 

How do I sample your sunglasses and examine the quality? 

You may sample our sunglasses by purchasing a sample dozen, which is $25.00. Limit 1 per customer. This can be ordered either on our website, or via phone. We recommend you contact us by phone to find out more about our potential sunglass samples. 

What is your return policy? 

For returns wishing to receive a refund, an RMA must be requested from the company within 7 days of receipt of the products. Items MUST be returned in the manner in which they were shipped to the customer, in their poly bags, in FULL dozens. Mixed dozens, or dozens missing glasses will not be accepted. For returns wanting an exchange, the customer must request an RMA within 30 days of receipt of their products, and as detailed previously, the items must return to us in the same condition you received them. 

There will be a 20% Restocking fee on all items returned to our warehouse. 

If you order something that is currently out of stock, our warehouse reserves the right to replace the out of stock item with something similar. If this is something you DO NOT want, please note in the comment section of your order. 

How do you handle order cancellations? 

Cancellations of orders must be reported immediately, as our company has FedEx pickups several times daily. If a cancellation is received on an order placed more than 3 hours after the order is placed, it will not be accepted.

How difficult is it to sell sunglasses? 

Sunglasses sell very well. The nice thing about sunglasses is that they are a necessity item and people are always breaking them or losing them. 

We have found that selling replica sunglasses with the compare to "brand name" sticker on the front of the box really gets you very good sales. People can relate these with the brand that is being compared with. 

Not everyone can afford to pay $100 and up for a pair of original branded sunglasses. Therefore, the replica sunglasses sell pretty fast, being much more affordable. 

What would the start up cost be? 

The start up cost really depends on how many sunglass styles you want to carry. For example if you carry 100+ styles, the prices would run at $16 per dozen. 

On the other hand, I have flea market vendors that start with only 5 dozen at $100. However it has been my experience that the more styles you carry, the better you will do. 


There are several good wholesale sunglass suppliers out there. The thing that I would look at is how fast can they ship my order? Also how is their customer service? Are they knowledgeable about the product; do they know which styles sell well and do they have the new and popular styles in stock. 

Also do they have a telephone number where you can reach a live person? This is very important especially when you are doing an event and you need the merchandise quickly.
